Over the years she has successfully
implemented new legislation for the
local authority., she oversaw the
transfer of the licensing of gaming
establishments to the city council and
was responsible for the implementa-
tion of the Health Act.

Also over recent years she has
spearheaded campaigns addressing
matters such as loan sharks, tackling
financial exclusion and introducing a
publicly accessible scoring system
rating the hygiene of food serving
establishments.

Speaking of her delight at the
award, Jacqui said: “I am thrilled and
actually cannot believe it. I am hon-
oured and very very proud, as are my
family.
